Crash of the Month: Dale Dickey won overwhelmingly when 
he cartwheeled his Zlin Acrobat on takeoff roll. For some 
reason the ailerons malfunctioned and the problem has since 
been corrected he said. 

For Safety’s Sake! 
The extreme heat will take a toll on you even in the shade. 
Bring cool drinks with you to the field and be sure to keep 
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yourself hydrated at all times. Sunscreen usage is also a must! 
A few safety incidences were observed and mentioned at the 
field.  

1.  A member suffered a deep cut to the knee when he was 
struck by a large rotating prop. The plane was not 
restrained securely when the engine was started. Pull the 
plane tight to take up the slack on the restraint harness 
before starting the engine.  

2.  A pilot suffered burns to the hand when an electrical 
short occurred on the outside wiring of a large electric 
powered plane. These large planes carry a great deal of 
battery power and things can get out control once the 
wiring insulation fails. Take the necessary time and 
effort to match the components correctly and safely 
setup the hardware to prevent such a mishap.  

3.  Planes were seen taxiing past the fence line and into the 
pits. This has happened on too many occasions. We all 
know the field rules are there for a reason. They have to 
be observed by all. No one is exempt, period. I don’t 
mention names in the safety column to prevent hard 
feelings and havoc. But repeat offenders on the same 
violation will be mentioned to make a point. I this 
doesn’t work, then a club Safety Officer may need to be 
added to a position for authority.  

4.  Someone said the field fire extinguisher needs service or 
replacement. No question this should have already been 
done.  

5.  Many planes seem to be drifting too close to the pilot 
stations during flight. There is a line on the edge of the 
west part of the runway that is a no- fly-over zone. This 
may have to be remarked again for clarity. Let’s keep the 
planes out over the actual runway to keep extra distance 
in case of an emergency during flight.  

6.  The club cannot enforce common sense. But all 
members need to speak up to anyone that is doing 
something that is considered dangerous and unsafe, be it 
a mechanical or flying issue. Injuries or near misses can 
ruin a fun day.
