That meass
flying time except in morning or evening hours.iRktyin the
heat of summer makes the engine more prone to eatnig,
so a richer carb setting is needed. A glow poweragine
needs to be set at least 700-800 below peak rpmake up
for lost pressure as fuel is being used. A newawgingine
should be set as much as 1000 rpm below peak. Hettiegs
are only for flying in really hot temperatures et @ full flight
and help avoid a dead stick syndrome. Multiple eeagi
overheating can cause damage to cylinder wallgakwellife
out the engine. Gasoline engines are less sensitiean out,
but a loss in power will be noticed before it do&un a gas
engine at least 300 rpm below peak during the éasen and
150-200 below peak during cooler season. Be surnento
engine at full throttle at least a minute befotdrtg readings
and get it at operating temps before any adjustmenimade.
Make sure cowling cooling holes have twice to thiees the
amount of outlet as it does inlet size. Keep ydangs out of
the direct sun as much as possible to prevent owyer
wrinkling and possible wing warping. Some ARF’s are
assembled with hot glue and can fall apart in thieeene
